II. CFPEP Activities 2010

Accomplished
In 2010 the main activity of CFPEP was the evaluation of AAA’s publishing partnership with Wiley-Blackwell.

1. As an initial step in reviewing the Wiley-Blackwell partnership, the Executive Board (EB) through the Anthropological Communication Committee (ACC) directed CFPEP to survey current section editors. In January through March 2010 editors were asked about the results of working with the publishing partnership. CFPEP submitted its report to the ACC, which was formally received by the committee on May 21, 2010. In general most editors were satisfied with the publishing partner but notes some areas improvement, most notably copy editing and communication about financial information.
2. In April 2010 the ACC requested CFPEP “to make an informed recommendation about the extension of the Wiley-Blackwell agreement. To accomplish this CFPEP undertook a lengthy review that in addition to the editors survey involved:

A. CFPEP conducted an electronic survey of the AAA membership at large in May through July 2010 that netted responses from 1,258 current members of the Association and substantial quantitative and qualitative data about Wiley-Blackwell produced publications of the Association.
B. CFPEP also solicited input from Section Leadership. The Section Assembly leadership created a working group and a subcommittee of CFPEP requested memos from them and hosted a telephone conference with the working group. As a result of that call, the Section Assembly Convenor and advisors solicited additional memos and findings as each section advisor was charged with gathering input from a series of sections.
C. CFPEP solicited further feedback from AAA staff, AAA treasurer, and American Anthropologist editor, and other stakeholders.

III. Recommendations
A. Editors Survey: CFPEP made three recommendations based on the editors survey: (1) to solicit examples of problematic copyediting and determine what steps are necessary to maintain the Association’s standards an continue education efforts about the financial arrangements with the publishing partner, (2) to engage the AAA’s Director of Publishing in discussions with W-B about clarifying financial reporting, and (3) to share the CFPEP’s editors survey report with section editors. The editor’s survey was shared with section editors, presidents, and treasurers.
B. Publishing partner: based on the information collected, CFPEP made three recommendations: 
(1.) that the AAA EB seek to renew its contract with Wiley-Blackwell, ideally on its current financial terms and level of service. CFPEP will continue to evaluate the on-going partnership. 
(2.) that AAA develop five–and ten–year plans for the future of electronic and print publications in accordance with the Associations goals to assure diversity and dynamism, broadest possible access to publications, and the financial viability of the association and its sections.
(3.) that CFPEP be charged by the EB with recommendations for the development of process of long-range planning, and continuing monitoring of the AAA publishing partnership.

IV. On-going
A. Annual Monitoring of Allocations formula: to assist in the annual review CFPEP will ask for annual summary of requests from journals regarding specifications and usage statistics for JSTOR and AnthroSource.
B. Ungating Recommendation: CFPEP will need more information to assess the long-term sustainability of accessibility of the publishing program to continue the discussion in 2011.
C. Future of Publishing: at the annual meeting CFPEP began discussion about future publishing options. The committee will organize discussions with the Section Advisory Board and Wiley Blackwell. The committee is considering creating a session perhaps cosponsored with CoPAPIA for the Annual Meeting in Montreal.
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
