Once you have clicked on , select where you want the link posted by 
clicking on “Facebook” or “Twitter” etc. You need an existing account with that 
service.  
 
If you want a service not listed, type in the search box and ShareThis will suggest 
other networks, like LinkedIn. 

 

 

 

Step 3: Post to Website 

At this point, the prompt you receive will depend on the social network you 
selected. You may want to enter in an announcement and then click “post” or 
“share” your comment. 
 
This is what the LinkedIn posting page looks like. To post to LinkedIn, click on 
blue “Share” button. 
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Export Citations  
If you use citation software, you can save time by exporting citations to articles you find 
in AnthroSource and on Wiley Online Library into your software. Available formats 
include: EndNote, ProCite, Reference Manager, RefWorks (all of which already include 
AAA style sheets), or as plain text for you to format as you’d prefer. 
 

Step 1: Locate HTML Version 

Click on the “HTML Version and More Information” option, which appears 
beneath the abstract text. 
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Step 2: Export Citation 

Click on “Export Citation for the Article” on right-hand menu.  
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Step 3: Select Format 

After clicking the “Export Citations for this Article” link, use the pull-down menus 
to select format preferences, such as Endnote, Reference Manager, etc. and/or 
whether you want the abstract included in the export.

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Discover More Content  
AAA content offers a series of different places where researchers can get related 
articles. These include: 

1. Hyperlinked reference lists 
2. Forward citations (articles that later cited the article) 
3. Find more content by the author 
4. Find more content whose keywords are similar 
 

Step 1: Go to HTML Version 

Click on the “HTML Version and More Information” option, which appears 
beneath the abstract text. 
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Step 2 

There are three different areas that can help you find other content.  
 
You can look at the article’s bibliography to click through to the articles cited by 
the author, by clicking on “References.” Some library systems buy software that 
will let you click through to full-text, which can save you time. 
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You find the articles that have cited this article by clicking on “Cited By.” 
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You can look for the authors and/or articles that use the same keywords by 
clicking on “like this article.” 
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Step 3 

Articles are checked against CrossRef and if matches are found, the platform 
provides hyperlinks to the articles. In cases where the content is on Wiley Online 
Library, you will see a PDF icon.
